“Get real!” 
When we hear that, it’s anything but a compliment.  It’s a 
suggestion that we are being dishonest with ourselves  
and/or with others.  Sadly, we can often succeed in fooling 
others and ourselves. The more successful we become, the 
more likely we are to encounter trouble somewhere in our 
lives.  If we believe that there is a part of us that feels 
unlovable, that we don’t like, that we think may be wrong 
but don’t want to give up, it will be difficult to be real 
with other people.  It can even be hard to be real with God.  
The more we use defense mechanisms, the more difficulties 
we can have in our lives, especially our close relationships.  
Lent can be a wonderful time to get a little more real with 
God and with other people. 
 I love the book, The Velveteen Rabbit.  The first 
time that I heard it read I got choked up at the end of the 
book.  I still do that every time I read that to a child, espe-
cially our granddaughter.  The hero of the story is a Velvet-
een Rabbit.  He was a gift to a little boy and lives in the 
nursery with all the other toys.    At night, after everyone 
else is asleep the toys talk to each other.  The Skin Horse 
was the oldest toy in the nursery and was very wise.  One 
night the Velveteen Rabbit asked the Skin Horse a ques-
tion. 

  

 
 
“’What is REAL?’ asked the Rabbit one day, when they were 
lying side by side near the nursery wall, before Nana came 
to tidy the room.  ‘Does it mean having things that buzz 
inside you and a stick-out handle?’ 
 ‘Real isn’t how you are made,’ said the Skin Horse.  
‘It’s a thing that happens to you.  When a child loves you 
for a long, long time, not just to play with, but REALLY 
loves you, then you become Real.’ 
 ‘Does it hurt?’ asked the Rabbit. 
 ‘Sometimes,’ said the Skin Horse, for he was always 
truthful.  ‘When you are Real you don’t mind being hurt.’ 
 ‘Does it happen all at once like being wound up,’ 
he asked, ‘or bit by bit?’ 
 ‘It doesn’t happen all at once,’ said the Skin Horse.  
‘You become.  It takes a long time.’” 
 There is a short prayer of preparation that I some-
times read as part of my morning prayer.  It begins with, 
“How am I today?  Am I tired or stressed, refreshed or 
comfortable?  I can be real with God because it is the real 
me that God loves.” 
 God REALLY loves us just the way we are and we 
can be real with God.  There is at least one other person in 
this world with whom we can be real.  Lent is a wonderful 
time to become more real with God and with other people. 
 At the end of the story the Velveteen Rabbit be-
comes a real living rabbit and can jump and play in ways 
he never could have imagined.  Who knows what joy 
awaits you and I as we become Real.

At the heart of the Christian faith is our participation in the life, suffering, 
death, resurrection, and ascension of Jesus Christ as Lord. The seasons of Lent 
and Easter celebrate the most definitive aspects of God’s redemptive acts. As we 
participate in the worship of this season our hearts are opened to God’s redemp-
tive grace. 

 
We started last Wednesday with ashes. To follow Jesus we must first turn from 
all the deaths of our lives. Like sheep we have gone astray and followed our 
own and the world’s desires. The ashes remind us of our mortality and the re-
sults of our sins. We alone can not change the ashes, but God can transform our 
brokenness into wholeness. 

The preparation of Lent, the truth of the Resurrection, and the coming of the 
Spirit acted out in our lives brings the Fire. 

 
To actualize this transformation, First Presbyterian Church of Flint will be em-
phasizing Ashes to Fire and Faith in Flint. 

 
Ashes to Fire will be our theme during these seasons and the emphasis of our 
Jubilate Festival Week May 10-17. Each of our ministries will participate in reju-
venating ministries and starting new ones. We will not be defined by the eco-
nomic downturn of the world. We will be defined as children of God called to 
follow Christ bringing transformation to the world. 

 
Faith in Flint will be the acting out of our faith in the community. During April, 
May and June we are committing 5,000 hours of volunteer work to the greater 
Flint community. 

 
Each week we will acknowledge members in worship and on the website who 
are volunteering in our community bringing the transformation of Jesus. You 
will be hearing of ways you can volunteer. On the Saturday before Pentecost, 
May 30, we will send out the whole church to volunteer in the community and 
return for hot dogs and potluck on the grounds. Then the next day, Pentecost, 
we will truly proclaim our ashes have been turned into fire!

Constructive criticism is OK, but  “moaning, groaning, and 
complaining" are not Christian disciplines. 
 
GIVE UP 10 to 15 minutes in bed! Instead, use that time in 
prayer, Bible study and personal devotion. 
 
GIVE UP looking at other people's worst points. Instead, con-
centrate on their best points. We all have faults. It is a lot 
easier to have people overlook our shortcomings when we 
overlook theirs first. 
 
GIVE UP speaking unkindly. Instead, let your speech be gen-
erous and understanding. It costs so little to say something 
kind and uplifting. Why not check that sharp tongue at the 
door? 
 
GIVE UP your hatred of anyone or anything! Instead, learn 
the discipline of love. “Love covers a multitude of sins." 
 
GIVE UP your worries and anxieties! Instead, trust God with 
them. Anxiety is spending emotional energy on something 
we can do nothing about: like tomorrow! Live today and let 
God's grace be sufficient. 
 
GIVE UP TV one evening a week! Instead, visit some lonely or 
sick person. There are those who are isolated by illness or 
age. Why isolate yourself in front of the “tube?" Give some-
one a precious gift: your time! 
 
GIVE UP buying anything but essentials for yourself! Instead, 
give the money to God. The money you would spend on the 
luxuries could help someone meet basic needs. We are called 
to be stewards of God's riches, not consumers.
